1- Allah is One and Only. He has no partner.

2- Allah is the Sole Creator of everything. He created all
beings from the seed to the tree, from water springs to

mountain peaks, according to a wonderful system.

3- He manages our affairs and provides our needs while
encompassing us with His amazing Grace in all our af-

fairs.

Enrichment:

1- “Say: ‘He is Allah, the One and Only!" ” [Al-Ikhlas:1]

2- “Such is God your Lord, the Creator of all things...” [Gha-
fir:62]

Stages of plant growth: Seed, bud, small bush, large tree;
who organizes the process and causes the plant to

grow? Allah, the Almighty.

Educational Goals:

2-Allah loves us so much; He created the entire universe
for our sake.

3-Allah loves us so much; He created us in the best form
and complemented that perfect shape with the five
senses: sight, hearing, smell, taste and touch.

4- Allah loves us so much; He told His servants to pray to
Him so He would answer their prayer.

Enrichment:

1- “It is Allah Who has done you a favor, by guiding you to
faith...” [Al-Hujurat:17]

2- He granted us a compassionate mother, a generous fat-
her, a warm house that shelters us, a country that pro-
tects us,

Food that nourishes us, clothes that cover us and water
that keeps us alive.

Educational Goals:

1- Praise is due to Him! How Great He is! He has perfected His
creation. Is it possible that He resembles any of His creation
given His loftiness and endless power?! His hearing is not like
our hearing, His sight is not like ours...

2- A Muslim should be mindful of Allah in all their actions and
thoughts, as Allah is fully aware of us and nothing is hidden
from Him.

3- Among the results of being heedful of Allah: Hurrying to obey
Him and avoiding disobeying Him.

Enrichment:

1- “There is nothing like Him: He is the All Hearing, the All Se-
eing.” [Ash-Shura:11]

Rule: Whatever occurs to your mind; Allah is other than that.

2- Archangel Gabriel asked Prophet Muhammad, peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him, about lhsan (perfection or
Benevolence in faith) and the latter replied: “To worship Al-
lah as if you can see Him, and if you do not achieve this state
of devotion, then (take it for granted that) Allah sees you.”

Allah sent Prophet Muhammad
with a Divine Message to us

Educational Goals:

1- Throughout the ages, Allah sent Messengers among the nations
to call people to worship Him and associate none with Him.

2- A Messenger: A righteous person who possesses good quali-
ties such as honesty and trustworthiness, chosen by Allah to
guide people.

3- The Qur’an mentions 25 Messengers, including: Adam, Noah,
Abraham, Moses and Jesus.

4- Our Prophet Muhammad, peace and blessings be upon him,
was sent by Allah as the last Messenger. He was indeed the
best guide and an excellent role model for people in all affairs
of their life.

Enrichment:

1- “There is no community that has not had a warner.” [Fatir:24]

2- “We sent a messenger to every community, saying, ‘Worship
God and shun false gods.”” [Al-Nahl:36]

3- “We have sent revelation to... Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Ja-
cob, and the Tribes, to Jesus, Job, Jonah, Aaron, and Solo-
mon- to David We gave the book [of Psalms]...” [An-Nisaa:163]

4- “It is He Who sent a Messenger, among the people who had
no Scripture, to recite His revelations to them, to make them
grow spiritually and teach them the Scripture and wisdom...”
[Al-Jumu'ah:2]

5- “l have been sent to perfect good character.” [Reported by Buk-
hari in Al-Adab Al-Mufrad 273]

Islam is our religion

Educational Goals:

1- Allah has blessed us with Islam. It is Allah's Message to us to
guide us to righteous deeds and warn us against disobedience
and going astray.

2- Islam promotes love, encourages altruism and brotherliness
and calls to mercy, kindness and gentleness in dealing with all
beings.

3- QOur religion is our identity; it is our glory and honor. We sacrifice
everything precious for its sake. This is only viable through follo-
wing in the footsteps of Messenger Muhammad, Allah's peace
and blessings be upon him, and emulating his traits and deeds.

4- There are five pillars in Islam that are obligatory on every Mus-
lim. A true Muslim believes in them and performs them. (Need
to be memorized)

Enrichment:

1- Among the last verses revealed to Messenger Muhammad, pea-
ce and blessings be upon him: “Today | have perfected your re-
ligion for you, completed My blessing upon you, and chosen as
your religion Islam...” [Al-Ma’edah:3]

2- “And We have not sent you but as mercy for all the worlds.”
[Al-Anbeyaa:107]

3- “A woman was tormented in Hell for having locked up a cat..”
[Agreed Upon]

4- “Indeed in the Messenger of Allah you have a good example
to follow for him who hopes in (the Meeting with) Allah and
the Last Day and remembers Allah much.” [Al-Ahzab:21] So, the
Messenger is a guide and mercy to all true Muslims who follow
his guidance.

5- “Islam has been built on five [pillars]: testifying that there is no
god but Allah and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah,
performing the prayers, paying the Zakat, making the pilgrimage
to the House, and fasting in Ramadan.” [Agreed Upon]

Prayer is the basis of religion

Educational Goals:

1- Prayer is the second Pillar of Islam and the basis of our religion.
It is obligatory on every Muslim.

2- Prayer was enjoined during the Prophet's miraculous Night Jour-
ney and Ascent to the Seventh Heaven due to its importance to
the Muslim's life. It is the connection between the servant and
the Lord, when the servant enjoys the confidential discourse
with the Creator and standing before Him as did our honorable
Messenger Muhammad.

3- There are five obligatory prayers daily: Fajr (Dawn), Dhuhur
(Noon), Asr (Afternoon), Maghrib (Sunset) and Ishaa (Evening),
each of which equals ten prayers in reward.

4- In each Rak'ah (prayer unit), it is obligatory to recite Al-Fatihah
(the Opening Chapter) which comprises glorification of Allah,
intimate discourse with him and asking Him for guidance.

5- Prayer purifies the Muslim from sins as water washes away dirt.

Enrichment:

1- “Maintain with care the [obligatory] prayers and [in particular]
the middle prayer and stand before Allah, devoutly obedient.”
[Al-Bagarah:238]

“Prayer is the basic pillar of Islam.” [Reported by At-Tirmidhi 1215]

2- (Mentioning the Night Journey and Ascent to Heaven in general
and the story of enjoining prayer, and the conversation between
Prophet Muhammad, peace and blessings be upon him, and
Prophet Moses, peace be upon him, in the Seventh Heaven).

3- “O Muhammad, they are five prayers in each day and night;
each prayer equal to ten prayers [in reward], and thus [they are
considered] fifty.” [Agreed Upon]

4- “There is no prayer for anyone who does not recite the Opening
of the book”. [Agreed Upon]

5- “If there was a river at someone’s door and he took a bath in it
five times a day, would that leave any dirt on him?” They said,
“Not a trace of dirt would be left.” The Prophet said, “That is
the parable of the five prayers by which Allah removes sins.”
[Agreed Upon]

Educational Goals:

1-When it is time for prayer, the Mu'adhin makes the
Call to Prayer, saying: Allahu Akbar, Allahu Akbar (Allah
is Greater, Allah is Greater) Ashhadu Anna La llaha llla
Allah (I bear witness that there is no god but Allah)...
(Complete to the end of the Adhan, and ask the child to
memorize it).

2-The wording of the Adhan (Call to Prayer) comprises

great meanings. So, the educator is recommended to
explain that to the child in a simple way.

3-Success in this life is bound to success in the next; this
life is a Cultivation for the Hereafter.

Enrichment:

1- (The educator narrates to the child the story of the Ad-
han which began with Companion Abdullah ibn Zaid).

2-Among the great meanings expressed in Adhan: One-
ness of Allah, the Prophet’s Message, a call to success in

life and the Hereafter.

3-“Seek the life to come by means of what God has gran-
ted you, but do not neglect your rightful share in this

world.” [Al-Qasas:77]

Wudu’ (Ritual Ablution) precedes
the Prayer

Educational Goals:

1- Ablution obliterates sins and brings about forgiveness
from Allah.

2-Cleanliness of the body from dirt is linked to purity of

the soul from sins.

3-Wudu’ earns the person Allah's love. Maintaining Wudu’

is a sign of faith.
Enrichment:

1- “Shall I not tell you something by which Allah effaces
the sins and elevates the ranks?” The Companions said:
“Yes, O Messenger of Allah.” He said, “Performing the
Wudu' properly in spite of difficult circumstances...”
[Reported by Imam Muslim 251]

2- (The Prophet’s Saying: “If there was a river at someo-

ne’s door...” mentioned before.)

3- “Allah loves those who turn to Him constantly and He

loves those who keep themselves pure and clean.”
[Al-Bagarah:222]

Facing towards the Kaaba

Educational Goals:

1-The Kaaba: It is Muslims’ prayer direction (Qiblah) whe-

rever they are.

2-Facing towards the prayer direction teaches Muslims to
be organized in their lives. They stand in straight lines,
shoulder to shoulder and their faces and hearts facing

towards the same place.

3-Setting goals is a necessity in the Muslim's life, which is
expressed in the existence of one single prayer direc-
tion.

Enrichment:

1- “So turn your face towards the Sacred Mosque; and
wherever you are, then turn your faces towards it.”
[Al-Bagarah: 144]

2- “Whoever prays like us and faces our Qiblah and eats
our slaughtered animals is a Muslim and is under Allah's

protection.” [Reported by Bukhari 391]

3- We give the child the example of a player who hits a

specific target.

(Prayer is a way of life

Educational Goals:

1- Prayer has sublime moral significance besides the physi-
cal moves.

2-Prayer is performed through sensing Allah's love, which
lends a feeling of relief throughout one’s life.

3-Prayer teaches discipline in life as one cannot speak,
move around or play during it since it is a meeting bet-
ween the person and their Lord.

4-The virtue of praying in congregation and dressing up
nicely for prayer.

Enrichment:

1- “Indeed, prayer prohibits immorality and wrongdoing.”
[Al-Ankaboot:45]

2- “Relief us with it, Bilal!” [Reported by Abu Dawood 4986]

3- “The ordinary speech people indulge in is not appro-
priate during the Prayer.” [Reported by Imam Muslim 537]

4- “The prayer in congregation is superior to the pray-

er performed individually by twenty-seven degrees.”
[Agreed Upon]

5- “Children of Adam, take your adornment (dress well) at

every mosque (at worship)...” [Al-A'raf:31]

Educational Goals:

1-Sawm (Fasting): It is the Third Pillar of Islam. We abstain

from eating and drinking obeying Allah's order.

2-The revelation of the holy Qur'an started during the
month of Ramadan so that we recite it more often du-

ring that month.
3-Fasting wipes out our sins and obliterates our misdeeds.
Enrichment:

1- “O you who believe, fasting is prescribed for you, as it
was prescribed for those before you, so that you may be

mindful [of Allah].” [Al-Bagarah:183]

2- “The month of Ramadan [is that] in which was revealed
the Qur'an, a guidance for mankind and clear proofs of

guidance and criterion.” [Al-Bagarah:185]
3- “If anyone fasts during Ramadan because of faith and
seeking reward from Allah, his previous sins will be for-

given.” [Agreed Upon]

(The true essence of Fasting

Educational Goals:

1- Fasting means abstaining from eating and drinking as
well as avoiding all bad deeds and inappropriate actions.

2-During Fasting, we practice self-restraint on both the
material and spiritual levels.

3-Fasting is a worship that no one can see; it proves the
person's sincerity in worship.

4- Children should practice fasting gradually, starting with
a few hours a day.

Enrichment:

1- “If one does not eschew lies and false conduct, Allah
has no need that he should abstain from his food and
his drink.” [Reported by Bukhari 1804]

2- “When any one of you gets up in the morning in the
state of fasting, he should neither use obscene langua-
ge nor do any act of oppression. And if anyone slanders
him or quarrels with him, he should say, ‘I am fasting, |

The person eats Suhur in preparation for Fasting during
the day, then stops eating all together.

Enrichment:

1- “Eat Suhur (pre-dawn meal). Surely, there is a blessing
in Suhur” [Agreed Upon]

1- After the end of the month of fasting, Allah honors His
servants with the happiness of the feast; the reward day.

2-Fasting is a preparation stop for better performance
throughout the rest of the year.

3-During the Feast, we visit relatives, honor kinship ties
and share the happiness with friends.

4-Taking initiative to visit relatives and friends even if they
do not visit us.

Enrichment:

1- Prophet Muhammad, peace and blessings be upon him,
said to Abu Bakr: “There is a feast for every nation and
this is our feast.”[Agreed Upon]

Educational Goals:

1- Zakat (Obligatory Charity): It is the act of the rich paying

money to the poor following certain rules.

2-The Zakat money paid by the Muslim must be earned

entirely through lawful means.

3-Through Zakat, one’s wealth increases and is blessed by

Allah.

Enrichment:

1- “Alms are meant only for the poor, the needy, those
who administer them, those whose hearts have been
(recently) reconciled (to Truth), to free slaves and help
those in debt, for God’s cause, and for travelers in need.”
[Al-Tawbah:60]

2- “Almighty Allah is Pure and, therefore, accepts only that

which is pure.” [Reported by Imam Muslim 1015]

3- “The likeness of those who spend their wealth in the
Way of Allah, is as the likeness of a grain that grows se-
ven ears, and each ear has a hundred grains.

(Zakat is an art of sharing

Educational Goals:

1-There are numerous forms of giving to charity, including
sharing food, toys and clothes with the poor.

2- By paying Zakat, the Muslims helps make the poor happy.

3-Through Zakat and charity, the Muslim prefers his fellow
Muslim brother to himself, even if he himself suffers fi-
nancial distress.

4-Charity should be paid from one's dearest belongings.
One should not give out worthless things, but rather the
most valuable ones.

Enrichment:

1- Zakat (Obligatory Charity) is paid in certain defined
forms: Gold and silver, some sorts of animals, crops and
fruits and trade money, whereas voluntary charity could
take any form.

2- Asked: “Which deed is best?” He said, “Bringing joy to
the heart of a Believer by satisfying his hunger or need
for clothes or fulfilling his need.” [Reported by At-Tabarani in
Al-Awsat 5223]

3- “They give them (emigrants) preference over themsel-
ves, even though they were in need of that.” [Al-Hashr:9]

4- “You will not attain true piety unless you give out of
what you cherish.” [Aal-Imran:92]

(Zakat purifies the soul

Educational Goals:

1-Zakat purifies the soul from stinginess and instills gene-
rosity and giving in the person.

2-Zakat removes envy and hatred towards the rich from
the hearts of the poor.

3-Zakat cements the bonds of brotherhood in Islam and
disseminates love between people.

4-Paying Zakat helps the Muslim feel Allah's grace upon
them and thus pay it willingly without arrogance or loo-
king down upon the poor.

Enrichment:

1- “Take from their wealth a charity by which you purify
them and cause them increase...” [At-Tawbah:103]

2- “They - i.e. The slaves - are your brothers and Allah has
put them under your command, so feed them of you
eat...” [Agreed Upon] They should feed them from what
they eat so they would not hold grudge against them.

3- Imam Sufian Al-Thawri used to be delighted when a
poor person showed up at his door and he would say: “I
welcome him who came to wash my sins clean.”

4- “You who believe, do not invalidate your charitable

deeds with reminders and hurtful words...” [Al-Bagarah:264]
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The Fourth Pillar Zakat (Obligatory Charity)

(Zakat is a means to earn Paradise

Educational Goals:

1-The Muslim spends his money in the Cause of Allah Al-
mighty and in return, Allah blesses him with forgiveness

and a great reward.

2-Paying Zakat is among the means to enter Paradise and
earn its eternal bliss.

3-Giving charity in secret is a proof of the person's since-
rity and as a reward, Allah provides them with shade on

the Day of Judgment.
Enrichment:

1- “Charity extinguishes sin, just as water extinguishes

fire” [Reported by Ibn Al-Mubarak in Az-Zuhd 2951]

2- “In Paradise there are rooms whose outside can be seen
from the inside and the inside can be seen from the out-
side.

Hajj is an obligation on Muslims

Educational Goals:

1- Allah has ordained Hajj (Pilgrimage) to the Kaaba on every
Muslim.

2- The Kaaba is a sacred building in holy Mecca, which Allah has
assigned for Muslims as a prayer direction and destination
for performing pilgrimage.

3- The concept of Allah's House is different from the concept of
the house where the child and the family live. People need a
house to shelter them where as Allah needs no shelter. The
Kaaba is called the House of Allah to honor it and reflect its
value.

4- Facing the Kaaba does not mean worshiping its rocks or asso-
ciating them the with Allah. This is only done to obey Allah's
orders.

Enrichment:

1- “Pilgrimage to the House is a duty owed to God by people
who are able to undertake it.” [Aal Imran:97]

2- The educator mentions a simple historic story about the his-
tory of building the Kaaba and its connection with Prophet
Abraham, peace be upon him.

3- “There is nothing like Him: He is the All Hearing, the All Se-
eing.” [Ash-Shura:11]

4- Companion Umar ibn Al-Khattab said addressing the Black
Stone: “l know that you are a stone, you do not cause benefit
or harm; and if it were not that | had seen Allah’s Messenger,
peace and blessings of Allah be upon him, kiss you, | would
never have kissed you.” [Agreed Upon]

(Hajj and making religion easy

Educational Goals:

1- Allah has made Hajj obligatory upon each Muslim once

in a lifetime.

2-Performing Hajj is only required from those who are

able to perform it.

3-The sick and the poor for example are not required to
perform Hajj because they are suffering and Allah shows

His love for them by relieving them from this obligation.
Enrichment:

1- “Hajj is only once, and whoever does more than that,

it is a voluntary (act of worship).” [Reported by Ahmed 4/ 151]

2- A man came to the Prophet, Allah’s peace and blessings
be upon him, and said: “O Messenger of Allah, what ob-
ligates Hajj?” He replied: “The provision and the con-

veyance.” [Reported by At-Tirmidhi 813]

3- “He... has not placed upon you in the religion any diffi-
culty...” [Al-Hajj:75]

“This religion is easy and whoever makes the religion a ri-

gor, it will overpower him.” [Agreed Upon]

(How Hajj is performed

Educational Goals:

1- Hajj has certain mandatory rites that the pilgrim must
perform for their Hajj to be valid.

2-Haijj rituals include throwing Jamarat (pebbles) which
is a spiritual act suggesting stoning all evil and moving
away from it.

3-Pilgrims circling the Kaaba is comparable to the rotation
of the sun and planets in the sky. This shows that man is
in harmony with the universe where he lives.

4-Standing on Mount Arafat is the most important rite of
Hajj. So, in this situation, the pilgrim should make a lot
of Duaa (supplication) to Allah as it is the day of forgive-
ness.

Enrichment:

1- Among the mandatory rites of Hajj: Assuming the state
of lhram, going between Mounts Safa and Marwa, circ-
ling the Kaaba and shaving the head.

2- The educator mentions the encounter between Prophet
Abraham and Satan that led to the Stoning of the Devil.

3- “..each floating in an orbit...” [Al-Anbiaa:33]

4- “Pilgrimage is Arafat.” [Reported by Abu Dawood 1949]

(The rituals of Hajj

Educational Goals:

1- The pilgrim chants Talbiyah as many as possible which is a
vow to obey Allah and follow His orders.

2- The white Ihram garment prompts the Muslim pilgrim to
have a clear, white heart and try to be as bright and clean
from inside as he is from outside.

3-The pilgrim drinks Zamzam water following in the steps of
Lady Hagar and her son, Ishmael, seeking the reward from
Allah.

4- Shaving the head lends the Muslim pilgrim a feeling that all
his misdeeds are forgiven and that he will return clean from
sins after Hajj.

Enrichment:

1- The Talbiyah is saying: Labbayk, Allahumma labbayk, labbayk la
sharika laka labbayk, Innal Hamda wan nimata laka wal mulk,
la sharika lak [Here 1 am, O Allah, here | am, You have no part-
ner, here | am. All praise and blessing belong to You, and so
is Dominion. You have no partners.] (The child memorizes it)

2- Mentioning the story of Lady Hagar with her son, Ishmael.

A Hadith about the virtue of Zamzam water: “The water of
Zamzam is for whatever purpose it is drunk for.” [Reported by
lbn Majah 1018/ 2] The Saying means that: a Muslim who drinks
Zamzam water with the intention that Allah fulfills a certain
request, Allah will answer that request.

3- The Prophet said, “O Allah, forgive those who shave their
heads.” The people said, “O Messenger of Allah, and those
who shorten their hair?” (They repeated that three times) He
said: “And those who shorten their hair.” [Agreed Upon].

(Hajj teaches us noble traits

Educational Goals:

1- All humans are equal before Allah, and no one is better
except in terms of their piety.

2- All pilgrims perform the same rites with the same goal.
All Muslims unite together as they become stronger this
way.

3-The story of Prophet Abraham and his son, Ishmael, tea-
ches us a lesson: to follow Allah's orders and obey Him
no matter what.

Enrichment:

1. “O people! Your God is one and your forefather (Adam)
isone. An Arab is not better than a non-Arab and a non-
Arab is not better than an Arab except in piety.” [Reported
by Ahmed 22978]

2. “Wear white garments, for they are purer and better.”

[Reported by At-Tirmidhi 2810]

3- Mentioning the story from the holy Qur'an as suits the
child's age.
“When the boy was old enough to work with his fat-
her, Abraham said, ‘My son, | have seen myself sacrifi-
cing you in a dream. What do you think?’” To the verse:
“Peace be upon Abraham.” [As-saffat:102-109].
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
